6Be strong and bold; have no fear or dread of them, because it is the LORD your God who 

goes with you; he will not fail you or forsake you.” 

Joshua 24:15 
15…choose this day whom you will serve,…but as for me and my household, we will serve the 

LORD.” 

Judges 16:28 
28Lord GOD, remember me and strengthen me…. 

1 Samuel 12:24 
24Only fear the LORD, and serve him faithfully with all your heart; for consider what great 

things he has done for you.  

1 Samuel 16:7 
7…the LORD does not see as mortals see; they look on the outward appearance, but the 

LORD looks on the heart.  

2 Samuel 22:33 
33The God who has girded me with strength has opened wide my path. 

1 Chronicles 16:11 
11Seek the LORD and his strength, seek his presence continually. 

Job 28:28 
28Truly, the fear of the Lord, that is wisdom; and to depart from evil is understanding. 

Psalm 1:1-3 
1 Happy are those who do not follow the advice of the wicked, or take the path that sinners 

tread, or sit in the seat of scoffers; 2but their delight is in the law of the LORD, and on his 

law they meditate day and night.  3They are like trees planted by streams of water, which 

yield their fruit in its season, and their leaves do not wither.  In all that they do, they prosper.

1The LORD is my shepherd, I shall not want. 

Psalm 25:2-3a 
2O my God, in you I trust; do not let me be put to shame; do not let my enemies exult over me.  
3Do not let those who wait for you be put to shame…. 

Psalm 25:5 
5Lead me in your truth, and teach me, for you are the God of my salvation; for you I wait all 

day long. 
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Psalm 37:4 
4Take delight in the LORD, and he will give you the desires of your heart. 

Psalm 43:3 
3O send out your light and your truth; let them lead me; let them bring me to your holy hill 

and to your dwelling. 

Psalm 73:28 
28But for me it is good to be near God; I have made the Lord GOD my refuge, to tell of all 

your works. 

Psalm 86:11 
11Teach me your way, O LORD, that I may walk in your truth; give me an undivided heart to 

revere your name. 

Psalm 103:1-5 
1Bless the LORD, O my soul, and all that is within me, bless his holy name.  2Bless the LORD, 

O my soul, and do not forget all his benefits—3who forgives all your iniquity, who heals all 

your diseases, 4who redeems your life from the Pit, who crowns you with steadfast love and 

mercy, 5who satisfies you with good as long as you live so that your youth is renewed like the 

eagle’s. 

Psalm 119:105 
105Your word is a lamp to my feet and a light to my path. 

Psalm 143:10 
10Teach me to do your will, for you are my God.  Let your good spirit lead me on a level path. 

Proverbs 3:5-6 
5Trust in the LORD with all your heart, and do not rely on your own insight. 

Proverbs 4:13 
13Keep hold of instruction; do not let go; guard her, for she is your life. 

Proverbs 8:17 
17 I love those who love me, and those who seek me diligently find me. 

Proverbs 13:9 
9The light of the righteous rejoices, but the lamp of the wicked goes out. 

Proverbs 14:27a 
27The fear of the LORD is a fountain of life…. 

Ecclesiastes 12:13-14 
13The end of the matter; all has been heard. Fear God, and keep his commandments; for that 

is the whole duty of everyone. 14For God will bring every deed into judgment, including every 

secret thing, whether good or evil. 

Isaiah 40:29-31 
29He gives power to the faint, and strengthens the powerless.  30Even youths will faint and be 

weary, and the young will fall exhausted; 31but those who wait for the LORD shall renew 

their strength, they shall mount up with wings like eagles, they shall run and not be weary, 

they shall walk and not faint. 

Isaiah 41:10 
10Do not fear, for I am with you, do not be afraid, for I am your God; I will strengthen you, I 

will help you, I will uphold you with my victorious right hand. 

Isaiah 43:1 
1But now thus says the LORD, he who created you, O Jacob, he who formed you, O Israel: 

Do not fear, for I have redeemed you; I have called you by name, you are mine. 
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Habakkuk 3:18-19a 
18I will rejoice in the LORD; I will exult in the God of my salvation.  19GOD, the Lord, is my 

strength. 

Matthew 5:6 
6“Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for righteousness, for they will be filled. 

Matthew 5:8 
8“Blessed are the pure in heart, for they will see God. 

Matthew 5:16 
16Let your light shine before others, so that they may see your good works and give glory to 

your Father in heaven. 

Matthew 6:20 
20Store up for yourselves treasures in heaven, where neither moth nor rust consumes and 

where thieves do not break in and steal. 

Matthew 6:33 
33But strive first for the kingdom of God and his righteousness, and all these things will be 

given to you as well. 

Matthew 7:7 
7“Ask, and it will be given you; search, and you will find; knock, and the door will be opened 

for you. 

Matthew 10:32-33 
32Everyone therefore who acknowledges me before others, I also will acknowledge before my 

Father in heaven; 33but whoever denies me before others, I also will deny before my Father 

in heaven.

20And remember, I am with you always, to the end of the age.

28Blessed…are those who hear the word of God and obey it! 

John 3:16 
16For God so loved the world that he gave his only Son, so that everyone who believes in him 

may not perish but may have eternal life. 

John 5:24 
24Very truly, I tell you, anyone who hears my word and believes him who sent me has eternal 

life, and does not come under judgment, but has passed from death to life. 

John 6:35 
35I am the bread of life. Whoever comes to me will never be hungry, and whoever believes in 

me will never be thirsty.  

John 8:12 
12I am the light of the world. Whoever follows me will never walk in darkness but will have 

the light of life. 

John 8:31-32 
31If you continue in my word, you are truly my disciples; 32and you will know the truth, and 

the truth will make you free. 

John 10:27-28 
27My sheep hear my voice. I know them, and they follow me. 28I give them eternal life, and 

they will never perish. No one will snatch them out of my hand. 
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John 14:15-16 
15If you love me, you will keep my commandments. 16And I will ask the Father, and he will 

give you another Advocate, to be with you forever.  

John 14:27 
27Peace I leave with you; my peace I give to you. I do not give to you as the world gives. Do 

not let your hearts be troubled, and do not let them be afraid. 

John 15:5 
5I am the vine, you are the branches. Those who abide in me and I in them bear much fruit, 

because apart from me you can do nothing.  

John 16:33 
33I have said this to you, so that in me you may have peace. In the world you face persecution. 

But take courage; I have conquered the world! 

John 17:3 
3And this is eternal life, that they may know you, the only true God, and Jesus Christ whom 

you have sent. 

Acts 4:12 
12There is salvation in no one else, for there is no other name under heaven given among 

mortals by which we must be saved. 

Romans 1:16 
16For I am not ashamed of the gospel; it is the power of God for salvation to everyone who 

has faith…. 

Romans 6:3-4 
3Do you not know that all of us who have been baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into 

his death? 4Therefore we have been buried with him by baptism into death, so that, just as 

Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, so we too might walk in newness 

of life. 

Romans 8:14 
14For all who are led by the Spirit of God are children of God.  

Romans 8:38-39 
38For I am convinced that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor rulers, nor things present, 

nor things to come, nor powers, 39nor height, nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will 

be able to separate us from the love of God in Christ Jesus our Lord. 

Romans 10:9 
9If you confess with your lips that Jesus is Lord and believe in your heart that God raised him 

from the dead, you will be saved.  

Romans 12:21 
21Do not be overcome by evil, but overcome evil with good. 

1 Corinthians 6:20 
20For you were bought with a price; therefore glorify God in your body. 

1 Corinthians 15:58 
58Therefore, my beloved, be steadfast, immovable, always excelling in the work of the Lord, 

because you know that in the Lord your labor is not in vain. 
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2 Corinthians 12:9-10 
9“My grace is sufficient for you, for power is made perfect in weakness.” So, I will boast all 

the more gladly of my weaknesses, so that the power of Christ may dwell in me. 10Therefore I 

am content with weaknesses, insults, hardships, persecutions, and calamities for the sake of 

Christ; for whenever I am weak, then I am strong. 

Galatians 2:20 
20It is no longer I who live, but it is Christ who lives in me. And the life I now live in the flesh 

I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave himself for me.  

Galatians 5:22-23a 
22The fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, generosity, faithfulness, 
23gentleness, and self-control. 

Ephesians 2:8-10 
8For by grace you have been saved through faith, and this is not your own doing; it is the gift 

of God—9not the result of works, so that no one may boast. 10For we are what he has made 

us, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand to be our way of 

life. 

Philippians 4:13 
13I can do all things through him who strengthens me.  

Colossians 2:6-7 
6As you therefore have received Christ Jesus the Lord, continue to live your lives in him, 
7rooted and built up in him and established in the faith, just as you were taught, abounding in 

thanksgiving. 

Colossians 3:2-3 
2Set your minds on things that are above, not on things that are on earth, 3for you have died, 

and your life is hidden with Christ in God.  

Colossians 3:17 
17And whatever you do, in word or deed, do everything in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving 

thanks to God the Father through him. 

1 Thessalonians 5:23-24 
23May the God of peace himself sanctify you entirely; and may your spirit and soul and body 

be kept sound and blameless at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ. 24The one who calls you 

is faithful, and he will do this. 

2 Thessalonians 2:16-17 
16Now may our Lord Jesus Christ himself and God our Father, who loved us and through 

grace gave us eternal comfort and good hope, 17comfort your hearts and strengthen them in 

every good work and word. 

1 Timothy 6:12 
12Fight the good fight of the faith; take hold of the eternal life, to which you were called and 

for which you made the good confession in the presence of many witnesses. 

2 Timothy 3:14-15 
14But as for you, continue in what you have learned and firmly believed, knowing from whom 

you learned it, 15and how from childhood you have known the sacred writings that are able to 

instruct you for salvation through faith in Christ Jesus. 
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2 Timothy 3:16-17 
16All scripture is inspired by God and is useful for teaching, for reproof, for correction, and 

for training in righteousness, 17so that everyone who belongs to God may be proficient, 

equipped for every good work. 

Hebrews 10:23 
23Let us hold fast to the confession of our hope without wavering, for he who has promised is 

faithful.  

Hebrews 11:6 
6And without faith it is impossible to please God, for whoever would approach him must 

believe that he exists and that he rewards those who seek him.  

James 4:7-8a 
7Submit yourselves therefore to God. Resist the devil, and he will flee from you. 8Draw near 

to God, and he will draw near to you. 

1 Peter 3:14b-16a 
14Do not fear what they fear, and do not be intimidated, 15but in your hearts sanctify Christ as 

Lord. Always be ready to make your defense to anyone who demands from you an accounting 

for the hope that is in you; 16yet do it with gentleness and reverence.  

2 Peter 3:18 
18But grow in the grace and knowledge of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. To him be the 

glory both now and to the day of eternity. Amen. 

1 John 1:7 
7If we walk in the light as he himself is in the light, we have fellowship with one another, and 

the blood of Jesus his Son cleanses us from all sin.  

1 John 1:9 
9If we confess our sins, he who is faithful and just will forgive us our sins and cleanse us from 

all unrighteousness.  

1 John 3:1 
1See what love the Father has given us, that we should be called children of God; and that is 

what we are.  

1 John 4:19 
19We love because he first loved us.  

Revelation 2:10 
10Do not fear what you are about to suffer….  Be faithful until death, and I will give you the 

crown of life.  

Revelation 3:11 
11I am coming soon; hold fast to what you have, so that no one may seize your crown. 

Revelation 3:20 
20Listen! I am standing at the door, knocking; if you hear my voice and open the door, I will 

come in to you and eat with you, and you with me.  

Revelation 3:21 
21To the one who conquers I will give a place with me on my throne, just as I myself 

conquered and sat down with my Father on his throne.  

Revelation 21:7 
7Those who conquer will inherit these things, and I will be their God and they will be my
